For youth in 6th through gt grade.

Class time is Sunday evening beginning with the 5:00 p.m. Mass.

First day of class is Sunday, September 27"

**use the Religious Education Registration Form and fill out a Children’s Emergency Information
Form for each child.

For youth in 9th through 12'" grade.

Class time is Sunday beginning with 5:00 p.m. Mass

First day of class is Sunday, September 27%

**use the Religious Education Registration Form. No Emergency form is needed.

First Reconciliation & First Eucharist classes are offered for children & youth in 2™

through 12th grade.

Class time for children in grades 2-5 is Monday evening from 6-8.

First day of class for First Reconciliation is Monday, September 28" and kicks off

with a BBQ at 5pm.

**1f your child is home schooled or attends public school, you must register them
for the age appropriate Religious Education class (see above), and also register
them for Sacrament classes using the Reconciliation & First Eucharist form.

**|f your child attends a Catholic school, use the Reconciliation & First

Eucharist form and fill out a Children’s Emergency form for each child. You are
encouraged to also sign your child up for a Religious Education class as well;
however, this is not required in order to receive sacraments.

Confirmation classes are offered for Junior and Senior High School Students. All forms will be
available at the Confirmation registration & information meeting/Potluck, October 4t
following the 11:30 a.m. Mass. The meeting will be held in the Hall.

Religious Education Fees: Payable at time of registration to help defray costs of materials.

1 child $60.00 payable at time of registration
2 children $70.00 payable at time of registration
3 or more children $80.00 payable at time of registration

Sacrament FEES:
Program 1 Reconciliation (Fall) and First Eucharist (Spring) Grades 2-12 $50.00
Program 2 Reconciliation only (Fall) Grades 3-12 $30.00
